Luncarty, Redgorton and Moneydie Community Council 

Chairman’s Report 2013
28 May 2013
The Luncarty, Redgorton and Moneydie Community Council (LRMCC) achieved a full quota of eight members and representation from all three community areas when Norrie Strang from Moneydie, joined the CC in June 2012
Over the last year your Community Council has dealt with many of the concerns of local residents and we are grateful that the Community Police officers, our local Councillors, John Kellas, Barbara Vaughn and other PKC officers attended on a regular basis to support our efforts and provided advice on many matters that were raised.  
Local issues addressed/being addressed:
· PKC officials from the Roads Department and the Community Police continue to assist with the improvement of  road safety in and around Luncarty and Redgorton. The CC met with a representative from Perth & Kinross Roads Department along with Community Police to discuss the volume and speed of traffic around the Luncarty shop/school.  It was noted the road set up was not ideal and as a result we now have a safety proposal incorporated into the school plan with two chicanes to calm traffic, making it safer for children to cross the road.  
· The proposed closure of St Martins Lane to motorised vehicles will be implemented in the near future.
· The CC core paths sub-group completed a survey of the core paths in our area and reported our priorities to the relevant authorities in the PKC. A map showing the Core Paths has been displayed on the Notice board to publicise their location. The CC core paths sub-group also worked with farmers and landowners to maintain and improve access throughout the LRM area.

· Volunteers from the CC helped clear paths that had been overgrown.
· A CC litter pick is planned for later in the year. 

· The CC contributed to the PKC consultation on the proposed traffic restrictions on Scarth Road.
· TH CC assisted with problems associated with tree damage to property in Luncarty. 
· Took action to have overgrown hedges obstructing a give way sign and bus stop trimmed back.  

· During the year public presentations were given on tree preservation and on  the Historic Churchyards project.
· A Luncarty Futures event, organised by PKC, was attended by over forty members of the public to discuss the future needs of the community in light of proposed developments in and around Luncarty.
· Members attended Community Council training sessions and other conferences throughout the year. 

· A member of the CC attended the Garden Party at Holyrood palace in July 2013.
· Established a LRMCC website to improve communication and visibility of the Community Council.

· The CC facilitated a positive outcome for the Crescent Residents over the intention of PKC to withdraw the service of door step refuse and recycling collection due to the poor state of the road. The CC facilitated the formation of a Crescent Residents Association (CRA) and liaised with the owners of the road (Stewart Milne and the PKC to resolve the situation. The CRA have since taken responsibility for raising funds to repair the road and as a result the PKC has guaranteed that waste uplifts will continue.

We have continued to monitor and contribute to the finalisation of the Local Development Plan and how the Council's settled view on its implementation will impact on us, through attendance at Council meetings and through official PKC consultation channels. 
The proposed LDP is now with an independent Reporter who will decide on how any  unresolved representations from the Proposed Plan will be part of a public examination process. We will continue to monitor the progress of the Plan over the coming months and we welcome the opportunity to become involved in any Local Development Plan Inquiry during 2013.  It is interesting to note that many of the questions now being asked by the Reporter, particularly in respect of the CTLR, mirror the questions the LRMCC and community members posed to the Council two years ago. We hope that on this occasion the Reporter will have more success in getting straight answers from the Council officers than we did.

Given recent press coverage of possible developments around the Bertha Park area we are very mindful on issues relating to the preservation of the proposed greenbelt boundary.

 The CC will vigorously resist (in response to the Luncarty’s Futures Event) the encroachment of housing development into our rural community through ensuring that policy initiatives and strategies for the protection of the greenbelt are enforced. In particular we have once again noted that Public Inquiries in the 1990’s had rejected any further development to the south of Luncarty and that the scale of the current development proposals seems excessive. 
The A9 dualling project is gathering momentum and the Community Council is actively participating in the consultation and implementation process.  CC members met with senior engineers from Transport Scotland and the A9 dualling contractors to discuss the impact of the A9 dualling on areas north and south of the Luncarty junction. 
Thanks must be given to our Secretary Elizabeth Comrie, Treasurer Moira Hutchison and Vice Chairman John Andrews and other members of the Community Council for their time commitment and contribution in the running of the Community Council and also to the Church Centre for hosting us on a monthly basis.
Finally, we hope to stimulate increased interest amongst members of the community over the coming year through the noticeboard and the successful launch of LRMCC website (www.lrmc.co.uk). Members of the public with ideas or contributions are always welcome and in this way you can support  efforts at the community level. The Community Council is there to ensure your views are heard and to shape and influence the future of our villages over the coming years.
