1.      APOLOGIES

MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING
 
The 27 August 2023 Minutes were not approved.   
3. MATTERS OUTSTANDING
i) IJ will liaise with the lady direct relating to Westfield speeding from where the old telephone box used to be down towards the Spar shop.  
ii) It is anticipated the transport survey will be issued within the next 4 weeks to as many residents as possible within Bertha Park.  The new Factoring Manager, ScreenAutumn has agreed they will issue this on behalf of the Residents Committee as they hold far more email addresses.  Action:  DW  
iii) The adoption of roads within Bertha Park is ongoing and will take time. It was noted Springfield built an area Dykes of Gray, Dundee which has  similar issues to Bertha Park relating to the opposition to Factoring where a  precedent has been set, and Dundee City Council have adopted the roads in phases.  Would Perth & Kinross Council support something similar happen for Bertha Park?    CMcL was not in attendance unable to discuss this further.  Action: Carry forward for CMcL.
iv) A New Factoring Manager was appointed for ScreenAutumn who met with residents.  The first stage 1 complaint has been submitted and overall those involved are optimistic things will move forward.  A provisional date of 1 November 2023 has been arranged for the Factoring AGM.   Action:  DW.
v) GB contacted Luncarty Primary School on two occasions since last meeting and has been unable to ascertain if a risk assessment was undertaken prior to the pond being installed within the grounds.  This issue will be raised at the community meeting with BAM and others on 27 September 2023 to find out if Rewilding Denmarkfield knew anything as they has some input at one point prior to the pond installation.  Action:  GB

vi) It was also noted the SUDS pond(s) at Bertha Park do not have any fencing around them, and children had been playing on thin ice last winder.  Residents Committee had asked if a Risk Assessment had been done and asked if Community Council could assist in trying to find out this information.
vii) The house nearest Redgorton Crossroads whose hedge is hampering visibility when leaving Redgorton is awaiting to hear further from the Council as to when the hedge will be cut.

COMMUNITY POLICE UPDATE

ROADS

Discussion regarding the proposed site of the VAS sign on Marshall Way.  It was agreed the sign was on the wrong side of the road, and should be on the Nursing Home end of Marshall Way due to the straight road when cars tend to increase their speed.

The A9 speed limit will increase to 50 mph by the end of October and then upon completion to 70 mph.  Member of public asked if flashing luminous signs could be installed to advise motorists pedestrians cross the A9 to the bus stop.  


Both bus stops open and the lay-bys are no longer in existence.

   CORRESPONDENCE

8. CORE PATH

FS advised that the Stanley to Luncarty active travel project has been provided with funding to complete the extra analysis work which has to be undertaken, with the intention of resubmitting the paperwork in November.  The bridge design has had to be modified as it is now required to be higher than the original design.  It was noted a Path Order is available and ready to be issued if required.


Discussion around the new temporary cycle path from Luncarty to Perth at Belvedere has been re-routed and installed without local consultation.  This is unsuitable for anyone with a pram or who has a disability.
It was noted at the Redgorton Bus Stop is a hairpin bend linking  up the banking to a track and will be accessed by 4 steps which was not in the Diversion Order.  No mention of steps at the Public Inquiry Meeting.  
9.      ANY OTHER BUSINESS

Community Investment Fund met recently and 11 applications for funding were agreed without blowing the budget.  A late application was referred to the group as part of a project in Bridge of Earn area involved Strathtay and a Strathtay group decision was made by email.


Battleby – A one man crusade may not go very far, would be good if Woodland Trust. RSPB or Scottish Wildlife Trust could take on the building.  Unlikely the community would want to take it on.  Scottish Government have a duty to the taxpayer to sell unwanted properties which is likely to limit major planning alterations to the area.


Posties – The posties have for many, many years used the facilities at the shop and it would seem these have been withdrawn for no reason.  Seems a shame as they are a part of the community as well as CJ Lang (and Spar).  It was agreed to write to C J Lang asking why this was withdrawn.  Action:  EC
