Chair opened meeting and welcomed everyone to the meeting.

1.      APOLOGIES
 
Apologies received from Frank Stevenson, Alison Hood, John Bowman and  Councillor Laing.

MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING
 
The June 2022 Minutes approved by Iain Matheson and seconded by George Black. 
3. MATTERS OUTSTANDING
i)
An updated was provided GB received from JB in his absence, advising he still had not received a response from Daryl McKeown, PKC Roads Department regarding a mutually convenient date for a site visit to discuss various outstanding roads issues which includes, calming measures, pedestrian crossing plus other road issues.  Action:  JB to chase up.
ii) The Core Path at Cramflat Farm which was moved was discussed, there was disagreement about whether the location of the new path was better. It was noted the view was missing from the path’s new location.  Closed.

iii) The footpath on the bridge at the flyover is getting worse with cracked paving stones.

iv) It was noted a sink hole had also appeared where ground had not been paved or tarmac.

v) The repairs to the Railway Bridge is thought unlikely to be undertaken before spring 2023 at the earliest, this could change as permissions will have to sought from the railway and any other bridge repair emergencies which may arise.

vi) Discussion around the diversion of traffic notification issued prior to the closure of the railway bridge on 30 July 2022.  Officially we were advised  by PKC the diversion from Luncarty via Duchess Street, Stanley to access the A9 seemed a long way around considering a new access road from Luncarty via the three bridges to the A9 could have been used.  

GB updated the meeting he had previously written to Scottish Ministers requesting the installation of an overbridge to cross the A9 at Denmarkfield, and was told no as nobody had requested one.  Since then he has written again asking specific questions as a Scottish Government document published on 27 May 2016 entitled “A9 dualling Perth to Inverness” in particular to a section under NMU Access strategy which states in Section 5, Sub-section 2, Condition 1 – “There will be no surface (at grade) crossings in the dualled A9”.  
Discussion around attempting crossing of A9 when cars and lorries are driving at 50 mph never mind when it is returned to 70 mph. It was suggested to explore other approaches, if any, could be taken forward to see if a footbridge could be installed.

IJ was asked if he could find out about potential bus shelters on the A9 both northbound and southbound posts.  This has something Councillor Jarvis had agreed to take forward prior to the elections.

COMMUNITY POLICE UPDATE
 

No Police representation and no update.  

5. BAM NUTTAL
Douglas Halliday, provided an overview of how the building works are ongoing.  The earthworks will continue but will stop for the winter months.  Main site compound for the work will be based in Scone with two satellite offices, two new roundabouts will be erected.
Member of public was very interested and asked many questions relating to concrete bowsers and piling rigs, asked if video surveys had been or will be done in connection when heavy plant arrives via Scarth Road.  Mr Halliday advised, a speed limit will be in force when the heavy plant arrives, and will be escorted from along the route.  Protective boarding will be used for access to Denmarkfield Rewilding. 
Bruce Robertson, Roads Infrastructure, Perth & Kinross Council advised the archaelogy dig will likely stop within the next two weeks.  He also advised the souterrains will be numbered, removed and would like to hear from the community relating to where it should be placed.  It is thought at the moment this could be incorporated in the transport hub which will be created as part on the ongoing A9 realignment.

CORRESPONDENCE

EC advised the Community Council holds elections every four years and this is the year of the elections.  Nominations Forms should anyone be interested can be found on Perth & Kinross Council website.  

It was noted whilst Bertha Park is within our Community Council boundaries, a meeting was held in Bertha Park School in June to which no locals attended.  GB to contact the Facebook page which Bertha Park has local residents outlining the forthcoming Community Council elections could be posted.   Short discussion regarding possibility of Bertha Park has its own Community Council in the future or join up with surrounding areas. 
8. CORE PATH

JA said that he and PKC Access Officer Calum Bachell are to have a site meeting with a representative of the anglers. It was understood the current factor was due to retire and unsure who owned the beat.  Action:  EC find out who owns the beat.
9. ANY OTHER BUSINESS
GB commented on the work being undertaken within the Pharmacy premises and noted the building work for an extension had not yet started, and asked if two parking spaces had been included in the initial plans.

GB also advised some time ago the Pharmacy owner indicated he may consider taking over the Post Office.  Recently correspondence had been received from the Post Office.  GB advised he had emailed the owner asking if he was still interested in opening a Post Office.  As at the time of the meeting a response had not been received.

A second defibrillator was presented to the village by BAM Nuttal and would be erected in front of the hairdresser as CCTV and floodlights were in operation.  It was also noted a new battery and new pads for the defibrillator outside the Spar will be replaced.  The wooden hut housing this needs to be replaced.
It is still hoped to hold a familiarization course on defibrillators in due course.

It was agreed to hold the next 3 meetings in person at the Church Centre.

IM confirmed he had reported 3 lights missing on the planton path.
