1.      APOLOGIES

MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING
 
The 23 May 2023 Minutes approved by John Andrews  and seconded by George Black.
3. MATTERS OUTSTANDING
i) Westfield possible speeding has not been addressed.  Action:  EC Carried forward. 
ii) Discussion around the current bus service (Service 4) in operation at Bertha Park.  CMcL is still trying to clarify the situation with the relevant parties.  Action:  CMcL

The idea of a residents survey regarding bus service was discussed and agreed it would be a good idea but need to know what data all parties would require to come out of the survey.  CMcL to establish what data is required. Action:  CMcL .
iii) Gordon Davidson (GD) updated the meeting regarding the position with the adoption of the roads within the Bertha Park development.  Miller Homes have conducted a pre-adoption inspection with PKC and remedial works are planned – this is for the Miller Homes area only.  CMcL is still trying progress a partial adoption approach between Springfield and PCK. Action:  CMcL.
As a result of a road traffic accident in the Miller Homes area of Bertha Park on 23 May 2023 CmL is liaising with the roads department to establish the reasoning behind not defining road markings in the final specification with Miller Homes and asking them to reassess the position regarding road markings.  Action:  CMcL.

iv) The shuttle bus from Luncarty to Perth appears to be running well, despite the initial issue when the road closure occurred a day earlier than planned.

v) David Walters (DW) gave an update on the correspondence between the Factor (Screen Autumn) who administer the open space maintenance of the Bertha Park development.  The Bertha Park residents group had received communication from the Factor that they were not in a position to host an AGM due to internal reorganization.  The residents Group have written back reminding the Factor of their obligations contained within the Condition of the Deeds that residents and the Factor have both signed up to.  Action:  DW/GD in their capacity as members of the Bertha Park Residents Group.
vi) The condition of the Memorial Hall Road has been repaired.

vii) GB meeting with BAM on 28 June and will raise the issues with the pond at the school and also get an update on the repair to the steps opposite the shop.  Action:  GB

COMMUNITY POLICE UPDATE
 

No representation and no update received from Police Scotland.  A “Coffee with a Cop” event has been held at Bertha Park.
5. ROADS

Luncarty is still experiencing incidents of drivers speeding on main road.  Pedestrian crossing and speed awareness signs have started to be installed.  A9 diversion now in place but lack of signage is causing confusion and this has been raised with BAM and PKC.   Action:  GB
Moneydie resident would like to see if the proposed reduced speed limit trial between Almondbank and Pitcairngreen be extended eastward.  Action:  CMcL

(a)      PLANNING UPDATE
IM gave an update on planning.  Comments regarding Kinvaid application were submitted and the application has gone ahead.

Application from Starfish Cakes for Bertha Park has been submitted.

   CORRESPONDENCE

GD updated the meeting regarding Bertha Park and the Big Conversation.  Contact has been made with PKC and a representative has been invited to the next Bertha Park Residents meeting on 18 July 2023 to discuss the topics contained within the Big Conversation initiative.
8. CORE PATH
JA intimated that a complex issue regarding paths existed in the Bertha Park area.  This concerns the path from the High School down towards the A9.  There has been some difficulty in locating the original plans and concern that some modification are now in place that may have not been in that plant.  JA is liaising with PKC along with P&K Outdoor Access Group to remedy the situation.  PKC has agreed to meet P&K Outdoor Access Group and HA has suggested the local community should be represented.  
9. LUNCARTY & REDGORTON IN BLOOM


IM stated all was going well – everything planted up although the recent dry spell had proved challenging keeping the plants watered.
10. ANY OTHER BUSINESS
Bertha Park residents asked if an additional bin could be located half way up the B9993 between the bridge over the almond and the roundabout at the top of the hill near the High School.  Some residents of Bertha Park do regular litter picks in this area and find it difficult at times to dispose of the rubbish.  Action:  CMcL
The Planton footpath opposite the shop in Luncarty is overgrown and in need of being pruned back.  Action:  CMcL
