1. APOLOGIES

2. MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING

4.     COMMUNITY POLICE UPDATE
 

No Police representation and no update.  It was noted an arrest was made locally in relation to someone exposing themselves and released on bail with condition - the individual did not enter Luncarty.  Should anyone see this individual locally please to contact police immediately as this be in breach of bail conditions.
It was also noted individuals were knocking on doors looking for roofing work, moss cleaning, driveway cleaning, claiming to be from Criminal Justice – please refuse all offers of work.

It was noted the Community Wardens have been to the school on 3 occasions but did not patrol around the school.  This information will be fed back.

(a)    PLANNING UPDATE
2 planning applications for our area - one change of use from a shop to a Community Hub at Bertha Park.  A development at Drumad Farm.

It was noted the owner of the proposed Pharmacy premises has been granted permission to extend the property – all works must be kept in the same style and materials as the current building.  It was noted a decision regarding the NHS Pharmacy approval has not been decided yet.  We understand a decision is hoped to be taken at a NHS Tayside meeting in July 2021.

(b) TREASURERS REPORT

6. CTLR
JA advised he has contacted PKC after the Diversion Orders had been issued to ask how many objections had received in relation to the closure of a core path at Denmarkfield. He was advised no objections had been received.  A member of the public advised she had objected and was advised she was a day too late in submitting the objection.  Action:  Councillor Jarvis will investigate and provide an update.
A list of all Community council areas who are adjacent our area to be submitted to GB.  Action:  EC 
7. PHARMACY 
Already discussed above.  Item to be kept on Agenda going forward.

8. ACTIVE TRAVEL ROUTE
No update as the last scheduled meeting was postponed.
9. ROADS
The A9 dualling is now due to be completed in December 2021 due work being stopped during the Covid-19 pandemic last year.  
JB also advised he is still trying to arrange a meeting with representatives from the roads department to discuss various calming methods and safe pedestrian crossings within the village as a whole.

10. LUNCARTY IN BLOOM

IM advised he had two bits of good news.  The Governess horse cart which was donated by a Moneydie resident is currently being renovated and re-painted.  The Group are unsure where this, once complete, will be located at present.  
The wildflower trail funded by Strathtay Partnership is being set up after various meetings with Perth & Kinross Council - Infrastructure teams, Greenspace and Greenspace Ranger.  The Consultation is open until 28 May 2021.   A turf cutter will be borrowed from the Council and work will commence and the sowing of seeds etc will begin. The intention is to allocate each area of the wild flower trial to a volunteer family/person/group who will look after them and a plan will be loaded onto Facebook pages should anyone wish to walk around the 20 allocated sites.
All the summer blooms are currently potted up and growing strongly in a local greenhouse. Planting will be delayed a little this year due to the cold wet May before being put into the various planters around the village.
Member of the public asked if the plan was to save the seeds for next year?  It was anticipated they would let the seeds fall and tidy up the plots much later.  This year the seeds would be annual which is expensive however going forward that may change.  A large collection of signs have been made by the volunteers and worthwhile viewing.
11.
CORRESPONDENCE

EC advised very little correspondence this month.  Two press releases - one Perth & Kinross Heritage Trust who are inviting applications for grants up to £5,000 towards Community Heritage Grant funds or in exception circumstances a maximum award of £20,000.  Guidance and conditions to be found on trust website:  www.pkht.org.uk/communityherigategrants.

Second press release was from PALS (local branch of Living Streets national charity for everyday walking for low traffic, greener, cleaner and safer pedestrian and cycling environment).  Advising PKC officers obtained Sustrans money through its Spaces for People scheme for various traffic calming measures in and around the city centre and for a covid-safe “touch free” pedestrian crossing system.


Felicity Graham, Convenor, Perth Area Living Streets advised she joined our meeting as she was very interested in Active Travel route and other issues we had going on in our area relating to roads, paths (including closure of paths) and road crossings. 


GB thanked Felicity Graham for her input.
12. CORE PATHS
No update.
13. ANY OTHER BUSINESS

IM advised the Rhododendron bushes on Planton path at the Memorial Hall are overhanging and encroaching onto the path making it awkward for walkers.  ACTION:  JB to raise this issue via the Council portal.
Member of public raised the issue of flooding at Redgorton Crossroads again.  This was cleared approximately one month ago, has backed up again.  It was thought two drains are near this near junction.  Member of public will report this again via Council portal.
Short discussions around drainage pipes used and thought not large enough.  It was also noted the amount of litter in the ditch at the side of the road as you leave Redgorton Crossroads heading up towards Battleby.  It was also noted if photographic evidence could be included that would help.  ACTION:  Councillor Jarvis will also investigate drain issue.
JB confirmed Balhousie Care Home do own Martin Lane and this is a private road with pedestrians and cyclists given right of away.  Balhousie had a Tree Report done in 2018 which identified some trees to be felled.  This year the Tree Surgeon recommended more work to be undertaken, however as this is nesting season this will have to wait and a large tree stump was left due to being home to large bee hive.  
GB advised he had met with Council representatives and a representative from the Football Team (The Football team have a long lease for Langlands Park) regarding the waterlogged area where the children’s play park area is located.  It was agreed investigations will take place as to why the water was not draining away properly and it may be necessary move the play items to a drier area of the Park.

Belvedere House – it was noted a large shipping container has been installed into what was the garden for Belvedere House and a old car and other items moved to the bottom of the garden nearer towards the railway line.  ACTION:  EC to write to Network Rail to update them of this.

JB reminded everyone of the Retiral of current Head Teacher of Luncarty Primary School and advised a new Head Teacher has been appointed.  

MH advised two elderly ladies who are traumatised by the flasher.  It was suggested by member of public Victim Support should have been notified (thought police did this automatically) and a referral done.  Reiterated if the individual is seen locally again to report to Police as this is a breach of bail conditions.
