1.      APOLOGIES

MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING
 
The 27 June 2023  Minutes approved by Iain Mathieson and seconded by John Andrews.
3. MATTERS OUTSTANDING
i) Roads – various roads around the village, as yet no updates relating to any of the issues have been received.  Closed.

ii) IJ will liaise with the lady relating to the suggested speeding in Westfield from near where the old telephone box used to be down towards the Spar shop.  EC will liaise also.

iii) Questions are currently being reworded relating to a transport survey for the residents of Bertha Park which will be created in survey monkey.  This will be advertised in due course to encourage as many people as possible to participate as soon as practicable. 
iii) The adoption of roads within Bertha Park is ongoing.  This will take time. Miller Homes went through a pre-adoption inspection with PKC staff and remedial works were planned.  As CMcL is not in attendance no update is available.  Carry forward for CMcL.
iv) David Walters (DW) provided an update relating to recent correspondence to the Factor (ScreenAutumn) who Administer the open space maintenance within the Bertha Park development.  The Bertha Park residents group have received little communication from the Factor despite contacting them on numerous occasions.  The Residents Group reminded the Factor of their obligations contained within the Condition of the Deeds that residents and the Factor have both signed up to. It would seem Directors move between both companies - Springfield to ScreenAutumn and vice versa.  Currently factoring fees are still being charged for what should be grass cutting very two weeks, however staff use strimmers not grass cutters and leave the grass without tidying up.  It was noted residents within Kingdom Housing Association properties are dealt with separately.  Action:  DW.
v) GB attended a BAM meeting where the question relating to the pond at the school was raised.  It has been thought this was initially to have been put in the quadrangle rather than to the left-hand site – its present location. Short discussion and it was agreed to raise a question around whether or not a risk assessment had been undertaken.  Action:  GB

vi) It was noted that a 40mph speed restriction only works for short journeys as 

     if extended it is not effective as road users tend to go faster.

5.      LOCAL PLANNING – DOG AGILITY – PAWS PARK


Owners of a business which has been operating on farm land rented from a local farmer for the last 6 or 7 years have recently been made aware they had to apply for retrospective planning permission for their Dog Agility business.    They thought we ought to be aware of their business and its location.  The planning application had already been submitted prior to their attendance at the meeting.
6. ROADS

The A9 has two lanes open, both ways with a speed restriction of 40 mph.  This will be increased within the next month or two until the work is completed on the bridge in 2024.  The bus stops both north and southbound will open in mid September.  A new path has been created, with a zigzag design.  GB advised he had not given up hope on a bridge over the road. It is certainly going to be difficult for people with buggies, wheelchairs or any mobility issues trying to cross a wider than before A9.  Next community meeting with BAM Nuttal is scheduled for 27 September 2023.

(a)      PLANNING UPDATE
IM gave an update on planning.  6 new applications within the area.  

Starfish Bakery, Bertha Park application approved;

Kingdom Housing Association submitted a planning application for change of use from a flat to an office within Bertha Park;

Coldrochie Farm have an application in for a horse schooling ring;
Scottish Water submitted an application to build a distribution Storage tank to hold extra water for Redgorton, Bertha Park & Luncarty which will be well screened with kiosks cabins to be able to take samples and a pump house.  A new road will be created to take the heavy equipment into the field which will be near the mast.

An application for a new house at Kinvaid has been submitted by the owners of the seed potato company who export to Africa.  The owners live nearby and would not like move nearer the potatoes sheds which will be screened.  This has caused a lot of ill feeling amongst the locals due to increased volume of traffic which the road is not built for.  It would also mean a total of 5 access roads in and out of the potato shed.  Short discussion, it was agreed we would write regarding our concerns, no more new access roads, the number of vehicles would increase and the volume of traffic on a road which is un suitable, with tractors traveling at more than 40 mph.  It was noted that currently there is no electricity supply to the shed.  The increase would be from 450 acres to 650 acres.
Kinvaid farm development, a new revised application has been submitted for a total of 7 hours within the steading area, one being an Eco House. Locals have been consulted.

9. CORE PATH
JA provided a short overview of an idea of contacting the Council regarding additional linking core path which would link Luncarty, Redgorton, Bertha Park. It was noted part of the area where the linking path could be is where the proposed heavy traffic will be for the Scottish Water planned building. However, it was agreed to be a good idea with the Community Council supporting the proposal.  Next stage will be approach Community Greenspace.

It was noted an older resident at Redgorton was the victim of an enraged motorist, resulting in Police attendance.  Police are trying to find a black Audi.
