1. APOLOGIES
 
Apologies received from Alison Hood, Elizabeth Comrie (due to technology issues) and the local Police representative.  
2. MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING
 
Acceptance of the Minute of the 26 January 2021 meeting was agreed, proposed, and seconded by FS & JB.
3. MATTERS OUTSTANDING
i) Weeds - it was noted that the recent concerns with weeds have been less of an issue due to the seasonal weather but will continue to be monitored.   
ii) Overhanging branches along the Planton footpath – these have been removed. Closed.

iii) Pelican Crossing – Main road. The local appetite and location for a potential crossing was discussed. JB will consult with Roads Dept as to possible locations and then organise a survey of opinion. Action: JB
iv) Belvedere House – As EC was not in attendance this item was carried forward.
v) PO closure. The decision to delay the closure was welcomed. No revised date has been published. This will be carried forward. 

vi) Strathtay Local Action Partnership – FS reminded members and residents that funding grants for local community groups and charities was available. Please see Facebook posts, the PKC website or contact FS for further details.
4.     COMMUNITY POLICE UPDATE

5. 
(a)    PLANNING UPDATE
There were three local applications. Two of these were related to minor changes to house design at Bertha Park and the third proposed a path from Battleby to Redgorton crossroads. It was agreed that the council would write supporting the application for the new path.  Action: JA.
(b) TREASURERS REPORT
£656.91 in the bank.
It was agreed that the council would purchase a yearly rather than monthly subscription for Zoom. This could be offered for the use of other local groups and charities. Action:  FS 
6. CTLR
The impact of the CTLR on the core path network was discussed following the release of PKC documentation which provided more detail on the changes. Concerns were raised around two issues which it was suspected local people were not aware of and which appear to fly in the face of PKC policy. These were:  

1. The re-alignment of the A9 to accommodate the CTLR will result in the inability to cross the A9 on foot directly between two core paths resulting in a c1km detour alongside the A9. These two core paths currently ‘meet’ (at either side of the A9) in the vicinity of Denmarkfield railway bridge. The detour will result in travelling northbound to near the A9 Redgorton bus stop to cross the carriageway. PKC have deemed that provision of a footbridge or underpass is too expensive to justify, based on the low numbers of people crossing the road here which they monitored. It was noted that the survey of usage was pre pandemic and this route is now much busier.  
2. The cycle track from Luncarty to Inveralmond will be re-aligned to connect to the new bridge. It was highlighted that the route is not as direct as it could be – the route heading South will pass the new road and then double back to join it from the South side. 
The council agreed to prepare information for residents to enable them to understand the proposed changes and comment on the formal planning Orders once PKC publish these, expected to be in a few weeks’ time.  Action:  JA         
7. PHARMACY 

NHS Tayside has not yet made a decision on the proposed new pharmacy.  

8. ROADS
Flooding has again impacted Moneydie crossroads. PKC have been unable to identify the source. Further work is required to resolve. 
The local Police are investigating potential solutions to reduce excessive traffic speed of vehicles entering the village from the north on the B9099.  


Several other road issues were discussed resulting in the proposal that a wider holistic review of the Luncarty road network may be required. This could include – the need for a Main Road crossing; excessive traffic speed on the B9099; pedestrian safety on the B9099 at the railway bridge on the southern entrance to the village.   
9.     CORRESPONDENCE

As EC was not present no correspondence was discussed. 
9.
CORE PATHS

The core paths to the north of Luncarty (117 and 148) were discussed.  Path 117 is blocked by fences and overgrown vegetation. It was queried why access is not maintained by PKC.   Action: IJ and GL will investigate with PKC.  

Following the online consultation into options for a Stanley to Luncarty Active Travel route, it was agreed to write expressing our full support for the provision of an Active Travel route and offering our assistance to help ensure Luncarty residents were fully engaged and aware of developments. Action:  FS.
10.    ANY OTHER BUSINESS

Crime – the increase in dog thefts was highlighted and the need for vigilance.


Dog mess and litter – the council will continue to encourage residents to clean up after their dogs. A previous request for additional bins was noted. Action:  IJ to progress with PKC.   

Vandalism – recent vandalism of the Luncarty In Bloom planters and the PKC grit bins was raised. Residents were encouraged to report all vandalism to the police.
