1. APOLOGIES
 
No apologies received. 
2. MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING
 
Acceptance of the Minute of the 23 February 2021 meeting was agreed, proposed, and seconded by JB & GB.
3. MATTERS OUTSTANDING
i) Pelican Crossing – Main road. JB advised no further update at this time hoping to arrange an onsite meeting soon to look at potential location.  Action: JB
ii) Belvedere House – the area across from the house which was the old garden has been cleared and the old caravans have been removed from the site.   Item closed.

iii) Post Office – no change or any further updates regarding any revised dates for closure.  This will be carried forward. 
iv) Perth and Kinross Council have advised that the future of the core path between Stanley and Luncarty will be reviewed in conjunction with the Stanley to Luncarty Active Travel route plans. FS has now joined the Active Travel Route Project Group as the Community Council’s Representative. See more info later in the Minutes under Core Paths
v) Dog Fouling and Littering – It is hoped to have additional bins in the area.  Thanks were extended to the Luncarty In Bloom group for recent littler picks.  

4.     COMMUNITY POLICE UPDATE
 

No Police representation however update provided. A comparison of calls made during February 2020 were as follows - 3 telephone calls, 2 in Luncarty and 1 in Redgorton against February 2021 - 4 false calls.  26 crimes committed 20 of these were traffic offences on the A9. 6 Crimes committed locally, 1 drugs/driving offence, cyber crime and house breaking.  2 new crimes included youth damaging fence plus another ongoing youth issue within a common close in Westfield.  A request was made if anyone recognizes the youths when telephoning the Police to name culprits and if a crime is in progress please call 999 otherwise 101.  Request to be vigilant against Rural Crime, Cyber Crime, scam e-mails – which include HMRC issuing warrants for arrest.
A new Community Policing Model to be rolled out commencing 29 March 2021 where we will have 2 dedicated Community Offices for the area, within a team of 6 who will all help out within local Communities.  Our named Officers are James Longdon and Peter Duncan.  It was also noted as part of a Community initiative – Luncarty Primary school has a dedicated locality Officer.  Safer Community Wardens not working the way they were during the pandemic.  It was also noted to keep an eye on your pets as dog theft is on the up.

Concerns raised regarding instances of the give and take box at the village shop being emptied by someone from outwith the area but not recently. Another box recently installed recently in Taypark Road was emptied of food from boxes – (the boxes were found nearby).  The situation will continue to be monitored.

(a)    PLANNING UPDATE
There were three local applications. Alteration and extension to a planned Pharmacy application near Taylor’s Salon.  A house extension in Hatton Road within boundary of property.  A development at Kinvaid Farm, Moneydie. Discussion around Moneydie application – seems rather a large, scattered development, demolishing buildings including one with listed status only two years ago. Generally locals welcome idea of development especially high standard.  Agreed to write to Planning to see if building could be kept to original footprint, mention made to listed and historical value of Horse Engine and Barn. Only approx 7 or 8 Horse Engines left in this area.  Can buildings be kept and developed rather than be demolished.  It was noted the invisible Core Path has been mentioned in the development.  Details of a local person to be forwarded to IM to allow him to discuss further then IM will draft letter commenting on overdevelopment and scale, including loss of heritage.

£499.67 in the bank.  Money is also due to be paid for website fees.

7. WORKING WITH OTHER COMMUNITY COUNCILS 

Correspondence received regarding working with other Community Councils.  Action:  EC to collect list of names from surrounding Community Councils to see if we could meet and discuss how we could work together going forward.
8. ROADS
A pop up Policeman has been offered to be sited possibly at the north end of the village.  Discussions with Roads Department re speed limits between Coldrochie Farm and Moneydie.  A 40 mph area is to be established either side of the junction with extra signage for the Coldrochie bends and warning of the speed reduction.   

VAS on Main Road, Luncarty is not activated yet however workmen have attended recently. 

Luncarty in Bloom have been offered two horse carts for floral displays.   It has been suggested these could be placed at the north end of the village.  

Flooding has again impacted Moneydie crossroads. PKC have been unable to identify the source. Further work is required to resolve.

CORE PATHS
FS introduced Mark McDonald (Stanley Development Trust) and Andrew Barrie (Perth & Kinross Countryside Trust) who provided an update on the responses from the online consultation for the options for a Stanley to Luncarty Active Travel route.  183 responses were received with 98% viewing this as a good idea. The most popular route was deemed to be the one nearest the B9099 (route y) rather than the option to follow near to the A9. This is backed by Stanley Development Trust. The process will take some time and has many negotiations to be overcome. The very earliest work could start would be in Autumn 2022.  Mark and Andrew offered to return to provide updates at key points in the process.
10.    ANY OTHER BUSINESS

Luncarty in Bloom have completed litter picks within the area.  The have arranged for two horse carts to be filled with flowers and put out sometime in early April.  They have also applied for funding for wild flowers and have identified certain areas.  It was noted wild flower seeds are very expensive. They will borrow a turf cutter before sewing the seeds.  It is hoped to encourage people to adopt an area to water and look after.  

Councillor Laing requested an e-mail address for a police contact to give to a resident of Bertha Park.

Member of public brought up the issue of part of Langlands Play Park where a boggy area had been fenced off for some time and asked what was happening to this.  Asked if the Council might consider making this a hard core area similar to what was in Methven Park, where multi-use sports was in operation allowing older kids to play basketball or tennis.  Councillor Laing mentioned Dunkeld & Aberfeldy had both applied for funding from the Griffin Fund and built covered similar facilities.  It was noted SSE have funding available for Community Grants.  It was thought best option was to approach Football Club to find out if they were considering all weather surfaces.  It was suggested Football Club have Langlands Park on a long lease.  Action:  GB to find out Lease details and football club plans.  Action:  GL to contract Community Greenspace to see what the plan is for Langlands Park. 

It was noted the Head Teacher, Miss Hay is retiring from Luncarty Primary School this summer.


A house party in Westfield had been held by a tenant.  Nearby residents to be encouraged to contact the Police whilst party is in progress rather than retrospect.  PKC Housing department are also aware of issues.

FS advised students from Glasgow University had requested our support to conduct an online survey re beaver re-introduction.  Anyone interested in completing this, who is not on Facebook please contact FS.
