Chair opened meeting and welcomed everyone to the meeting.
1.      APOLOGIES

MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING
 
The 22 August 2023 Minutes were approved, proposed by George Black and seconded by Moira Hutchison.  The 26 September 2023 Minutes were accepted – proposed by Moira Hutchison and seconded by George Black.
3. MATTERS OUTSTANDING
i) The Westfield speeding issue is outstanding and EC will liaise with IJ and the person who brought the problem to our attention.  
ii) The online survey relating to public transport for Bertha Park residents will be live very soon.  Prior to that a flyer drop within every household, liaison with the school as Staff and children travel to school on bus and will request some supportive narrative from Upper Springlands who will be moving in due course.  Hoped survey will be launched within two weeks and will be valid for 14 days only.  Action:  GD.
iii) An update relating to buses from Councillor McLaren was not available due to her non attendance.
iii) The adoption of roads within Bertha Park is ongoing and will take time. It was noted Springfield built houses in an area of Dundee, Dykes of Gray, which had similar issues to Bertha Park relating to the adoption of roads where a precedent has been set, whereby Dundee City Council adopted the roads in phases.  It was asked if Perth & Kinross Council might support something similar for Bertha Park?    As CMcL was not in attendance this was carried forward.  Action: CMcL.
iv) SUDS Pond at Bertha Park.  The Risk Assessment has been reviewed and it was noted dated 2019.  It was agreed to ask if a new Risk Assessment could be done and if we could have sight of it.
v) GB was advised by Luncarty Primary School a Risk Assessment had been done for the installation for the pond, and it was thought it had been carried out by Perth & Kinross Council, Community Greenspace.  GB emailed Community Greenspace asking for sight of the Risk Assessment, receiving an automated out of office email advising they would get back within 15 days.  Action:  GB

vi) Posties not being allowed into shop for breaks.  It noted the posties and shop are part of the community   To be chased up EC.

ROADS

It was noted the speed sign on Main Road southbound is not working – likely due to the heavy rain and it was noted tree branches are obscuring it and the directional signage.  


No update regarding the proposed site of the VAS sign on Marshall Way.  

The A9 speed limit is currently 40 mph and down to one lane often. It was noted BAM were currently working in the middle of the road ensuring the wire fencing was installed and waterproofing the bridge.

   CORRESPONDENCE

8. CORE PATH
Discussion around Lunc102 path.  The new temporary path/cycle path is churned up, not suitable for someone with disabilities and it asked if anyone had seen sight of a Risk Assessment prior to the diversion being implemented?  Member of the public mentioned Roads Scotland Act saying this temporary route should be suitable for all public including visually impaired and this certainly is not.  Suitable for mountain bikes but not other bicycles, prams, or wheelchair uses. The route is very rutted.  It was agreed to contact BAM in the first instance including our own three elected members. Action:  GB.
At the bottom of the old path from the old bus stop on the A9 near the Four Mile House as it was very muddy at the bottom a local improved this by placing paving stones which BAM took up to improve the path up towards the Four Mile House and then stopped working.  They had been advised a home owner Mr Ryan the road belonged to him and will not be continuing upgrading the road. Action:  GB to contact Sarah Gardner, PKC.
It was noted a small bridge across a burn down by the Rewilding area was missing one slat and had no hand rail.  This bridge is privately owned however, it had been thought it belonged to one of the Fishers.

9.      ANY OTHER BUSINESS

Workmen had been working in Planton Wood clearing up trees which fell in the high winds.
ScreenAutumn AGM for Bertha Park will take place on 1 November 2023 in the Drama Studio Bertha Park School starting at 19:00hrs.
Bertha Park Residents committee is fully constituted and adopted.   The Committee received funding and plan to run a Youth Group, Bertha Blethers, Mother & Toddlers Group which will be funded for the first year but going forward they need to become self funding.  
GD advised the Residents Committee have discovered a Developer Fund is available to tap into for funds however, as yet they are unsure how to access the money.

GD expressed his thanks to JA for helping arrange for the West Stormont Historical Group to give a talk on the history of Berth Park, this will take place on Monday 11 December 2023 in the Church Centre, Luncarty.

GB thanked Frank Stevenson for his services for input to the cycleway and the website during his time on the Community Council
